Objectives:
Students will demonstrate the ability to take an objective, balanced stance on current
social, cultural, political, and economic issues.
Students will research a contemporary issue and will then conduct a thorough analysis
of the different perspectives, implications, and consequences.
Content:
The course will be conducted as a seminar which means that students are expected to
be prepared and active. Students will have pre-reading to do before each session and
will then present texts and participate actively in discussions during the sessions.
Students will produce a longer, in-depth analysis of a contemporary issue which they
will present in written form.
